How long will these conservation rules be in effect?

The current Level 2 “Water Alert” was enacted in response to California’s ongoing water shortage,
which has been caused by several years of below-average precipitation and court decisions limiting
water deliveries. The MNWD Board will continue to review the Water Supply Response Levels as

these conditions change.

What's the easiest way to use less water?

Up to 60 percent of a home’s water is used outdoors, so cutting back on outside irrigation can go a
long way. In addition to following the new watering schedule, try replacing thirsty landscaping with
attractive California native plants that use less water, or purchasing a smart irrigation timer that
automatically adjusts based on the weather. Also, keep an eye on your sprinklers to make sure you
are not watering the sidewalk or overwatering, resulting in wasteful runoff, which violates the

District’'s 12 mandatory rules.

NEW RESERVOIR TO PROVIDE

EMERGENCY SUPPLIES

Ground broken on joint project of MNWD
and four local agencies

Officials broke ground recently on a 266-million-gallon
reservoir that will provide water for 168,000 local
families during an emergency. The Upper Chiquita
Reservoir in Rancho Santa Margarita will provide a
week’s worth of water to residents in case of a
disruption to the main pipeline serving South Orange
County.

The joint effort between MNWD, Santa Margarita Water
District, South Coast Water District, and the cities of San
Clemente and San Juan Capistrano will be completed
late next year. MNWD will hold rights to 38 percent of
reservoir’s water, or more than 101 million gallons.

The 27.4-acre reservoir will be constructed as an
earthen embankment, and has been designed to include
a number of state-of-the-art safety features to protect it
from earthquakes, catastrophic weather conditions and
natural deterioration.
